Annual General Meeting (“AGM”) 
I am pleased to enclose this year’s Notice of AGM (“Notice”). The AGM will be held on Tuesday 29 April 2014 at 11.00 am at the 
Holiday Inn - Bloomsbury, Coram Street, London, WC1N 1HT. The formal Notice convening the AGM is set out on pages 5 to 7 of this 
document. This document describes and gives a detailed explanation of each resolution to be proposed at the AGM.

Voting 
There are three ways you can vote on the resolutions proposed at the AGM: 

1	� appoint a proxy to attend and vote on your behalf by logging on to www.sharevote.co.uk. (To use this service you will need your Voting 
ID, Task ID and Shareholder Reference Number printed on the accompanying Form of Proxy);   

2	� appoint a proxy to attend and vote on your behalf, using the Form of Proxy accompanying this Notice of AGM or (for shares held 
through CREST) via the CREST proxy voting system; or   

3	 attend and vote at the AGM.  

The accompanying Form of Proxy invites you to vote in one of three ways for each resolution: for, against or vote withheld. At the AGM itself, 
the votes will be taken by poll rather than on a show of hands. This approach has been chosen as the outcome is more democratic given 
that the votes of Shareholders who have lodged proxies are added to the votes of Shareholders present at the AGM. The results will be 
published on our website (www.premierfoods.co.uk/investor-relations/shareholder-information/agm-and-general-meetings.cfm) following 
the AGM and will be released to the London Stock Exchange. Further details are available in the notes section of the Notice on pages 5 to 9. 

Types of resolutions
You will notice below that some resolutions are proposed as ordinary resolutions whilst some are proposed as special resolutions. Please 
note that for each ordinary resolution to be passed, more than half of the votes cast must be in favour of the resolution. For each special 
resolution to be passed, at least three-quarters of the votes cast must be in favour of the resolution.

Explanatory notes 

An explanation of each of the resolutions is set out below. Resolutions 1 to 14 (inclusive) and resolutions 16 and 18 are proposed as 
ordinary resolutions. Resolutions 15 and 17 are proposed as special resolutions.  

Resolution 1: To approve the annual report and accounts 
The Board asks that the Shareholders receive and approve the directors’ and auditors’ reports and the accounts for the year ended 31 
December 2013.   

Resolution 2: To approve the Company’s Remuneration Report
The directors are required to prepare an annual report detailing the remuneration of the directors and a statement by the chairman 
of the Remuneration Committee (together, the “Annual Report on Remuneration”).  The Company is required to seek Shareholders’ 
approval in respect of the contents of the Annual Report on Remuneration on an annual basis (excluding the part containing the 
Directors’ Remuneration Policy, which is dealt with in resolution 3).  The vote is an advisory one. 

You can find the Annual Report on Remuneration on pages 63 and 70 to 75 of the Company’s annual report 2013  
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Resolution 3: To approve the Directors’ Remuneration Policy 
The Company is separately required to seek Shareholders’ approval of its policy on remuneration of directors (the “Directors’ Remuneration 
Policy”) set out on pages 64 to 69 of the Company’s annual report 2013.  This vote is a binding one.  

The Directors’ Remuneration Policy, if approved, will take effect from the date of approval by Shareholders and will apply until replaced 
by a new or amended policy.  Once the policy is effective, the Company will not be able to make remuneration payments to a director, or 
loss of office payments to a current or past director, unless the payment is consistent with the approved policy or has been otherwise 
approved by Shareholders.  

If the Directors’ Remuneration Policy is not approved by the Shareholders for any reason, the Company will, if and to the extent permitted 
to do so under the Companies Act 2006, continue to make payments to directors in accordance with the Company’s existing policy on 
directors’ remuneration and will seek Shareholder approval for a revised policy as soon as practicable.

Resolutions 4 to 11: To (re)elect the directors 
The UK Corporate Governance Code 2012 (the “Code”) recommends that all directors stand for annual election, therefore all directors 
will seek (re)election at this year’s AGM.  Biographical details of the directors are given in Appendix 1 on page 10 of this document. The 
Board confirms that on appointment each non-executive director was considered independent in character and judgment, with the 
exception of Charles Miller Smith who was originally appointed as a representative director under the terms of the Relationship Agreement 
between the Company and our largest shareholder, WP X Investments I Limited (an affiliate of Warburg Pincus LLC). This arrangement 
will come to an end on completion of the proposed Capital Refinancing Plan which is expected to be on or about 14 April 2014. Upon 
termination of the Relationship Agreement, Charles Miller Smith will cease to be a nominee and will become independent of Warburg 
Pincus LLC. Accordingly, the Board has asked Charles Miller Smith to remain on the Board, as a non-executive director, due to his 
beneficial knowledge and experience. The Board believes that each non-executive director should be (re)elected and that each director’s 
performance continues to be effective and to demonstrate commitment to the role. The corporate governance section of the annual 
report 2013 contains details on the role of the Board and its committees. 
 

Resolutions 12 and 13: To approve the re-appointment of PricewaterhouseCoopers LLP as auditors and authorise the Audit 
Committee to determine the auditors’ remuneration
On the recommendation of the Audit Committee, which has evaluated the effectiveness and independence of the auditors, the Board 
proposes in resolution 12 that PricewaterhouseCoopers LLP (“PwC”) be re-appointed as auditors of the Company. PwC have indicated 
their willingness to continue as the Company’s auditors for another year. Resolution 13 proposes that, following normal practice, the Audit 
Committee be authorised to set the auditors’ remuneration. 

Resolution 14: To renew the powers of the Board to allot shares 
Under the Companies Act 2006, the directors may allot shares and grant rights to subscribe for or convert any securities into shares if 
authorised to do so in a general meeting.   

The authority being renewed will permit the directors to:  

	 a.	� allot Ordinary Shares or grant rights to subscribe for or convert any securities into Ordinary Shares of the Company up to an 
aggregate nominal amount equal to £27,453,592 (representing 274,535,920 Ordinary Shares). This amount represents 
approximately one-third of the issued Ordinary Share capital of the Company as at the date of this Notice; and

	 b.	� in line with guidance issued by the Association of British Insurers (“ABI”), allot Ordinary Shares or grant rights to subscribe for or 
convert any securities into Ordinary Shares in the Company in connection with a rights issue, up to an aggregate nominal amount 
of £54,907,184 (representing 549,071,840 Ordinary Shares), as reduced by the nominal amount of any shares issued under 
paragraph (a) of this resolution.

Plan”). The Company has had a sharesave plan in place since flotation in 2004. Employees at all levels within the group are eligible to 
participate in the Sharesave Plan which provides employees with the opportunity to share in any future share price growth of the 
Company and encourages share ownership in a tax-efficient manner. The current sharesave plan is due to expire in July 2014 and we are 
seeking Shareholder consent for a new plan, the Sharesave Plan, on substantially similar terms as the current sharesave plan. The main 
terms of the Sharesave Plan are summarised in Appendix 2. 

Resolution 17: To approve the calling of general meetings on 14 days’ notice
Changes made to the Companies Act 2006 by the Companies (Shareholders’ Rights) Regulations 2009 increase the notice period for 
general meetings of the Company to 21 clear days, unless Shareholders approve a shorter notice period, which cannot, however, be 
less than 14 clear days. AGMs will continue to be held on at least 21 clear days’ notice. The Company is currently able to call general 
meetings (other than AGMs) on 14 clear days’ notice pursuant to the authority which was given at the  2013 AGM. In order to preserve 
this ability, resolution 17 seeks to renew this authority. The shorter notice period would not be used as a matter of routine for such 
meetings, but only where the flexibility is merited by the business of the meeting and is thought to be to the advantage of Shareholders 
as a whole.  

Resolution 18: To authorise political donations 
Part 14 of the Companies Act 2006 prohibits companies from making political donations exceeding £5,000 in aggregate in any 12 
month period to (i) political parties, (ii) other political organisations and (iii) independent election candidates and from incurring political 
expenditure without Shareholders’ consent. However, the legal definitions used in the Companies Act 2006 are very broadly drafted. 
As a result they may catch normal business activities such as funding seminars and other functions to which politicians are invited, 
supporting certain bodies involved in policy review and law reform and matching employees’ donations to certain charities. 

Accordingly, the Board has decided to seek Shareholder authority on a precautionary basis only, to ensure that the Company’s normal 
business activities are within the Companies Act 2006, allowing the Company and its subsidiaries to make donations and incur 
expenditure which may be deemed to fall within this legislation capped at £50,000 per annum. 

It remains the Company’s policy not to make political donations or incur political expenditure within the ordinary meaning of those 
words, and the directors do not intend to use the authority for that purpose. In line with best practice guidelines published by the ABI, 
this resolution is put to Shareholders annually rather than every four years as required by the Companies Act 2006.
 

Recommendation 

Your Board considers that the resolutions proposed are in the best interests of the Company and its Shareholders as a 
whole. Accordingly the directors unanimously recommend that Shareholders vote in favour of all resolutions, as they 
intend to do in respect of their own shareholdings.

A proxy need not be a Shareholder of the Company and can be either an individual or a body corporate. At the meeting, the proxy can act for the member he or she 
represents. The proxy is valid for any adjournment of the meeting. A proxy may vote on any other business, which may properly come before the meeting, as that person 
thinks fit. If a proxy is not directed how to vote on an item of business, the proxy may vote, or abstain from voting, as they see fit. 

The appointment of the proxy may specify the proportion or the number of votes that the proxy may exercise. Where more than one proxy is appointed and the appointment 
does not specify the proportion or number of the Shareholder’s votes, each proxy may exercise the number of votes proportionate to the number of proxies appointed. 

A vote withheld is not a vote in law. If a proxy is instructed to abstain from voting on an item, that person is directed not to vote on the Shareholder’s behalf on the poll and 
the shares which are the subject of the proxy appointment will not be counted in computing the required majority. 

Please mark the appropriate box alongside the resolution on the Form of Proxy to indicate whether you wish your votes to be cast “for”, “against” or “withheld”. Unless you 
give specific instructions on how to vote on the resolution, your proxy will be able, at his or her discretion, either to vote “for”, “against” or “withheld” in relation to any matter 
which is put before the AGM. 

Shareholders who return their Form of Proxy with a direction on how to vote but do not nominate the identity of their proxy will be taken to have appointed the Chairman of 
the meeting as their proxy to vote on their behalf. If a Form of Proxy is returned but the nominated proxy does not attend the meeting, the Chairman of the meeting will act 
in place of the nominated proxy and vote in accordance with any instructions. Proxy appointments in favour of the Chairman of the meeting, the Secretary or any other 
director which do not contain a direction how to vote will be used where possible to support the resolution proposed in this Notice.  

Before posting the Form of Proxy to the registrar, please check that you have signed it. In the case of joint holders, any of you may sign it. Where more than one of the joint 
holders purports to appoint a proxy, only the appointment submitted by the most senior holder will be accepted. Seniority is determined by the order in which the names of 
the joint holders appear in the Company’s Register in respect of the joint holding (the first-named being the most senior). 

4. Voting by Poll
Voting on all resolutions will be conducted by way of a poll rather than a show of hands. This is a more transparent method of voting as member votes are to be counted 
according to the number of shares held. As soon as practicable following the AGM, the results of the voting at the meeting and the numbers of proxy votes cast for and 
against and the number of votes actively withheld in respect of each of the resolutions will be announced via a Regulatory Information Service and also placed on the 
Company’s website www.premierfoods.co.uk/investor-relations/shareholder-information/agm-and-general-meetings.cfm. 

Members satisfying the thresholds in section 527 of the Companies Act 2006 can require the Company to publish a statement on its website setting out any matter relating 
to a) the audit of the Company’s accounts (including the Auditor’s report and the conduct of the audit) that are to be laid before the AGM; or b) any circumstances connected 
with an auditor of the Company ceasing to hold office since the last AGM at which accounts and reports were laid in accordance with section 437 of the Companies Act 
2006, which members propose to raise at the meeting. The Company may not require the Shareholders requesting any such website publication to pay its expenses in 
complying with sections 527 or 528 of the Companies Act 2006. Any statement placed on the website must also be sent to the Company’s auditors no later than the time 
it makes its statement available on the website. The business which may be dealt with at the AGM includes any statement that the Company has been required to publish 
on its website pursuant to this right. 

Any member attending the meeting has the right to ask questions. Pursuant to section 319A of the Companies Act 2006, the Company must cause to be answered at the 
AGM any question relating to the business being dealt with at the AGM which is put by a member attending the meeting, but no answer need be given if to do so would 
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interfere unduly with the preparation of the meeting or involve the disclosure of confidential information, if the answer has already been given on a website in the form of an 
answer to a question or if it is undesirable in the interests of the Company or the good order of the meeting that the question be answered. 

In accordance with section 311A of the Companies Act 2006, the contents of this Notice, details of the total number of shares in respect of which members are entitled to 
exercise voting rights at the AGM, the total voting rights members are entitled to exercise at the AGM and, if applicable, any members’ statements, members’ resolutions 
or members’ matters of business received by the Company after the date of this Notice will be available on the Company’s website www.premierfoods.co.uk/investor-
relations/shareholder-information/.

5. CREST
CREST members who wish to appoint a proxy or proxies through the CREST electronic proxy appointment service may do so by following the procedures described in the 
CREST Manual (available at www.euroclear.com). CREST personal members or other CREST sponsored members, and those CREST members who have appointed a 
voting service provider(s), should refer to their CREST sponsor or voting service provider(s), who will be able to take the appropriate action on their behalf. 

In order for a proxy appointment or instruction made by means of CREST to be valid, the appropriate CREST message (a “CREST Proxy Instruction”) must be properly 
authenticated in accordance with Euroclear UK & Ireland Limited (“EUI”) specifications and must contain the information required for such instructions, as described in the 
CREST Manual. The message, regardless of whether it constitutes the appointment of a proxy or an amendment to the instruction given to a previously appointed proxy 
must, in order to be valid, be transmitted so as to be received by Equiniti (CREST participant RA19) by the latest time(s) for receipt of proxy appointments specified in the 
Notice.

6. Information Rights

for the AGM. If a Nominated Person has no such proxy appointment right, or does not wish to exercise it, he/she may, under any such agreement, have a right to give 
instructions to the Shareholder as to the exercise of voting rights.

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APPENDIX 2

Summary of principal terms of the Premier Foods Sharesave Plan (the “Sharesave Plan”)

Operation
The operation of the Sharesave Plan will be supervised by the Board. It is intended that the Sharesave Plan will meet the requirements of Schedule 3 to the Income Tax 
(Earnings and Pensions) Act 2003 (“ITEPA”) as amended and re enacted from time to time in order to provide UK tax-advantaged options to UK employees. If, for any reason, 
the Sharesave Plan does not comply with the requirements of Schedule 3 to ITEPA the Board may continue to operate the Sharesave Plan even without the associated tax 
advantages.

Eligibility
Employees and full-time directors of the Company and any designated participating subsidiary who are UK resident tax payers are eligible to participate.  The Board may 
require employees to have completed a qualifying period of employment of up to five years before the grant of options.  The Board may also allow other employees to 
participate.    

Grant of options
Options can only be granted to employees who enter into HM Revenue & Customs (“HMRC”) approved savings contracts, under which monthly savings are normally made 
over a period of three or five years.  Options must be granted within 30 days (or 42 days if applications are scaled back) of the first day by reference to which the option 
price is set. The number of Shares over which an option is granted will be such that the total option price payable for those Shares will correspond to the proceeds on 
maturity of the related savings contract.    
 
An option may not be granted more than 10 years after shareholder approval of the Plan. Options are not transferable, except on death.  Options are not pensionable.

Individual participation
Monthly savings by an employee under all savings contracts linked to options granted under any sharesave scheme may not exceed the statutory maximum (with effect 
from 6 April 2014 this is expected to increase from £250 to £500 in aggregate per month). The Board may set a lower limit in relation to any particular grant.

Option price
The price per Share payable upon the exercise of an option will not be less than the higher of: (i) 80 per cent. (or such lesser percentage as may be permitted by the 
legislation) of the middle-market quotation of a Share on the London Stock Exchange (or a preceding 3 day average price) on a date specified in an invitation to participate 
in the Sharesave Plan (or the date immediately preceding the issue of an invitation); and (ii) if the option relates only to new issue Shares, the nominal value of a Share.

The option price will be determined by reference to dealing days falling:  

(a) within the period of six weeks starting on:

	 (i)	 the dealing day immediately after the date of announcement by the Company of its results for any period; 

	 (ii)	 the day on which the Sharesave Plan is approved or amended by the Company’s Shareholders in general meeting;

	 (iii)	 the day on which a new savings contract prospectus is announced or comes into force; 

(b) at any other time when the Board so determines.  

Exercise of options
Options will normally be exercisable for a six month period from the third or fifth anniversary of the commencement of the related savings contracts.  Earlier exercise is 
permitted, however, in the following circumstances:
	 •	 �following cessation of office or employment by reason of death, injury, disability, redundancy, retirement, the business or company that the employee works for 

ceasing to be part of the Company’s group, a transfer within the meaning of the Transfer of Undertakings (Protection of Employment) Regulations 2006, the 
office or employment of the participant being with a company of which the Company ceases to have control, the participant’s office or employment being with 
a company which ceases to be an associated company of the Company by reason of a change of control, or the business or part of the business that the 
employee works for being transferred to a person who is not an associated company of the Company, nor a company of which the Company has control; and

	 •	 �in the event of a takeover, amalgamation, reconstruction or winding-up of the Company, except in the case of an internal corporate re-organisation when the 
Board may decide to exchange existing options for equivalent new options over shares in a new holding company.

Except where stated above, options will lapse when a participant ceases to hold an office or employment within the Company’s group.

Shares will be allotted or transferred to participants within 30 days of exercise.  

Overall Sharesave Plan limits
The Sharesave Plan may operate over new issue Shares, treasury Shares or Shares purchased in the market.

In any ten calendar year period, the Company may not issue (or grant rights to issue) more than 10 per cent of the issued ordinary share capital of the Company under the 
Sharesave Plan and any other employee share plan adopted by the Company.

Treasury Shares will count as new issue Shares for the purposes of these limits unless institutional investors decide that they need not count.  
  

Variation of capital
If there is a variation in the Company’s share capital then the Board may, subject to the obtaining of any necessary approvals from HMRC, make such adjustment as it 
considers appropriate to the number of Shares under option and the option price.   

Rights attaching to Shares
Any Shares allotted when an option is exercised under the Sharesave Plan will rank equally with Shares then in issue (except for rights arising by reference to a record date 
prior to their allotment).
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Alterations to the Plan
The Board may amend the provisions of the Sharesave Plan in any respect, provided that the prior approval of Shareholders is obtained for any amendments that are to the 
advantage of participants in respect of the rules governing eligibility, limits on participation, the overall limits on the issue of Shares or the transfer of treasury Shares, the 
basis for determining a participant’s entitlement to, and the terms of, the Shares to be acquired and the adjustment of options.

The requirement to obtain the prior approval of shareholders will not, however, apply to any minor alteration made to benefit the administration of the Sharesave Plan, to 
take account of a change in legislation or to obtain or maintain favourable tax, exchange control or regulatory treatment for participants or for any company in the Company’s 
group or an associated company of the Company.  

Overseas plans
The shareholder resolution to approve the Sharesave Plan will allow the Board, without further shareholder approval, to establish further plans for overseas territories, any 
such plan to be similar to the Sharesave Plan, but modified to take account of local tax, exchange control or securities laws, provided that any Shares made available under 
such further plans are treated as counting against the limits on individual and overall participation in the Sharesave Plan.
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
